Examination Schedule :

The Semester examination shall be held every year normally in December and June or on the dates mentioned in the Academic Calendar of the University or Teaching Department.

Result :

The result of the Candidate will be declared on the basis of the aggregate of marks obtained by him/her in all the semester examinations taken together. The division shall be awarded on the following basis :-

1st Division

-
60% and above.

2nd Division

48% and above but less than 60%

3rd Division

-
36% and above but less than 48%

The result of an examination shall be published as per provision laid down in the ordinance concerned.

Assessment :

Every candidate will be assessed in each Semester in the following two main components.

(a)  Examinations at the end of each Semester :


There will be four theory papers. Out of these, two papers will be set by external examiners. Each paper will carry 50 marks.

(b)  Continuous-Assessment :


The candidates will also be assessed in the following two components. Ordinarily the pattern shall be as under.

(i)
Written Tests and Seminars During Each Semester :

In the first, second and third semesters, there will be a mid-semester examination of one and half hour duration for every paper having Ten marks. These tests will be conducted for each of the papers by the teachers conducting the course. The result of such tests will be declared by the teachers concerned within a week from the date of the test. The marks of three best tests out of the four will be taken into consideration. Thus the total credit for such tests will be of Thirty marks.


In the fourth semester the students will have to give one seminar also, connected with one of the theory/practical papers, of 30 minutes duration to be followed by a discussion of 10 to 15 minutes duration. The performance will be assessed by two teachers of the department. The credit for the seminar will also be of Ten marks just like any other mid-semester examination. Hence, in all the subjects, the students will be appearing in three tests plus one seminar in lieu of a paper.


If the candidate is unable to obtain at least 36% marks in the Internal Assessment, he shall not be eligible to appear for the Semester Examination. However, the candidate will be given one more opportunity during the same semester to obtain 36% marks in the Internal Assessment by holding one or more tests/seminar. But in all such cases R will be written in their marks-sheet indicating that they have not cleared the tests/seminar in the first chance.


If the candidate is unable to clear the Internal Assessment even after the second chance, he will not be allowed to appear in the examination at the close of semester and he/she will be declared having failed in the semester.

(ii)
Students Participation :

In order to promote active participation of candidates in lectures/practicals, due weightage will be given to his/her attendance in various classes/practicals during the course of a semester. 10 marks will be allocated for this purpose. The candidates will get credit for his/her total attendance according to the following rules.

(i)
3 marks if his/her attendance in class/practical is between 60% and 65%.

(ii)
5 marks if his/her attendance is between 66% and 75%.

(iii)
8 marks if his/her attendance is between 76% and 85%.

10 marks for attendance above 85%.


The candidate whose attendance is less than 60% will not be allowed to appear in the examination at the close of semester and he/she would be declared having failed in the semester.
